3 Jewish
3 Roman



1. First Trial
Annas, the FORMER

High Priest

John 18:13  …they led Him 
to Annas



1 Peter 2: 21 NKJV

…Christ also suffered for us, 
leaving us an example, that 

you should 

follow His steps: 



1 Peter 2:21-23 NKJV

Who committed no sin, Nor 
was deceit found in His 

mouth”, who, when He was 
reviled, did not 

revile in return; 



1 Peter 2:21-23 NKJV

When He suffered, He did 
not threaten, but committed 
Himself to Him Who judges 

righteously…



2. SECOND TRIAL:
CAIAPHAS



Mark 14:53 NKJV

And they led Jesus away to 
the high priest; and with him 

were assembled all the 
chief priests, the elders, 

and the scribes.



Mark 16: 62-63 NKJV

Jesus said,, “I AM...” 
Then the High Priest tore 

his clothes and said, 
What further need do we 

have of witnesses? 



3. THIRD TRIAL: 
THE SANHEDRIN



Luke 22:70-71 NKJV

Then they all said,
“Are You then the Son of 

God?”



Luke 22:70-71 NKJV

So He said to them, 
“You rightly say that I am.” And 

they said, “What further 
testimony do we need? For we 
have heard it ourselves from 

His own mouth.”



4. ON TO PILATE AND
THE ROMAN TRIALS

John 18:28 (NKJV)



John 18:37-38 NKJV

Pilate therefore said to Him, 
“Are You a king then?” 

Jesus answered, “You say 
rightly that I am a king. For 
this cause I was born, and 

for this cause



John 18:37-38 NKJV

I have come into the world, 
that I should bear witness 
to the truth. Everyone who 

is of the truth hears My 
voice.”  Pilate said to Him,

“What is truth?”



Luke 23:4-5 NKJV

So Pilate said to the chief 
priests and the crowd, 

“I find no fault 
in this Man.”



5. FIFTH TRIAL: HEROD



Luke 23:10-11 NKJV

the chief priests and scribes stood 
and vehemently accused Him. Then 
Herod, with his men of war, treated 

Him with contempt and mocked Him, 
arrayed Him in a gorgeous robe, and 

sent Him back to Pilate…

IV. JESUS 
THE PERFECT 
LAMB OF GOD



From John the Baptist

John 1:29 NKJV

The Lamb of God who takes 
away the sin of the World



Pilate declares

John 19:6:
I find NO FAULT IN HIM!



1 Cor 5:7b

For…Christ our Passover,

Was sacrificed for us.



Isaiah 52:14 (NIV)

Just as there were many who 
were appalled at Him—His 

appearance was so disfigured 
beyond that of any man and His 

form marred beyond human 
likeness.



Luke 23:32-35 NKJV

There were also two others, 
criminals, led with Him to be 
put to death. And when they 
had come to the place called 
Calvary, there they crucified 

Him, and the criminals, one on 
the right hand and the other on 

the left.

Then Jesus said, “Father, 
forgive them, for they do 
not know what they do.” 

And they divided His 
garments and cast lots. And 
the people stood looking on.

But even the rulers with 
them sneered, saying, “He 
saved others; let Him save 
Himself if He is the Christ, 

the chosen of God.”







Romans 5:8-10 NKJV

But God demonstrates His own 
love toward us, in that while we 

were still sinners, Christ died 
for us. Much more then, having 
now been justified by His blood, 

we shall be saved from wrath 
through Him.



Romans 5:8-10 NKJV

For if when we were 
enemies we were 

reconciled to God through 
the death of His Son, much 

more, having been 
reconciled, we shall be 

saved by His life.
