There is a system of Divine bookkeeping where the debit of your
sin is placed in Christ’s account; and HIS own righteousness,
purity, and holiness is credited to account.

Reckon on what Jesus has done: He took your sin, gave you His
grace and power, and turned your hope-so into an I- -SO!
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LOGIZOMAI: Greek word for “Reckon” and means to take an
inventory, estimate, conclude, to settle accounts, to calculate, to

compute, to consider, to suppose it to be true, to ACCEPT
SOMETHING AS CERTAIN.

lll. RECKON ON WHAT?
1) THE ATONEMENT OF JESUS.
a. God required justice. (Hebrews 9:22)
b. Only met God’s demand for justice. (Exodus 12:13,
Romans 5.9, Hebrews 9:12)
c. Because of Jesus’ atonement, you can reckon to your

account all of Jesus’ benefits and to Christ all of your sin.
(Romans 4:5)

2) WATER BAPTISM, THE BAPTISM IN THE HOLY SPIRIT, and
THEIR BENEFITS.

a. You identify with His death, burial, and resurrection (Romans
6:3-4,11)
It’s just as important to emphasize, reckon on, your
resurrection with Christ as it is to reckon on your death
and burial with Him. NOW YOU’RE A CREATION
IN CHRIST! (2 corinthians 5:17)

b. Your circumcision of heart in Water Baptism and the
Baptism in the Holy Spirit. (Colossians 2:11-12 AMP, Luke 12:32, Luke
11:13)
